[Artist Statement]

Joj2] & The Deongeori

I affirmed, in my first solo exhibition” "The Deongeori”"

in 2019 that all the worlds observed can be reduced to one
or numbers of screens. The screen is something flat being at a certain distance, where I observe the moving objects. I
intentionally tried to show these objects' movement on flat canvas and wood panel with painting rather than in video.
Because I thought that the images composing the video are also a series of images appearing in flat, and also thought if a

set of these images in sequence be able to show the motion, each image could also have to express the movement also.

The Deongeoris are the entities that I observe in the world. There is a certain distance between Deongeoris and me. The

series (the series of motions) that I made for the first time with the concept of the Deongeori were inspired by
the clouds that I observed in the sky. "My screens" is of Deongeoris. The Deongeori can be human, nature, or something
meaningless. Those are observed in different colors, figures and sizes in every single moment. All these different or
similar Deongeoris are mixed, exploded, transformed and reproduced by impacts from the collision. And meanwhile the
Deongeori can be eliminated, cancel out each other or lose its identity. The Deongeori constantly changes colors and shapes
though collisions, interacting with overlapping, entanglement, and extinction. Such phenomena of the Deongeori lead the

changes around them as well.

The collisions occur because each individual Deongeori makes its own vibration. In Vibrating Blue Deongeori (2019),
I materialized its primitive character, entangled in the surface tension, before its concrete manifestations. The motions
(Heurem) are then formed with the interaction between Deongeoris. The individual Doeongeori in the middle of the
Heurem shows its appearance only momentarily before it changes to a new appearance again with the continuous change

of the Heurem. This then makes the new Heurem and this change becomes continuous as well.

I keep working on the screen. The series of Screen is my new attempt to extend the world of observation from the reality
to the virtual world. To accomplish this end, I introduced the concept of "Screen Stain" and I will continue to define it. If
the objects observed in the real world where "Deongeoris", these are replaced by "Screen Stains" in digital media such as

computers and smartphones etc.

However, my works do not provide a definitive answer to what the world is. What I made with Deongeoris whatsoever is

also another screen, another question, or the stare itself that eventually brings up another imagination.
